fifteen MORE sound artists release sounds of the war on the poor

Public Record releases another collection of one-minute sound files from artists, musicians, and activists. In October 2008, Ultra-red placed a full-page advertisement in the U.K. music magazine THE WIRE. In large bold letters, the ad asked; What is the sound of the war on the poor? In the subsequent months, dozens of sound files came to Public Record from all corners of the globe. This second installment in the series features a sampling of some of those submissions. 

Contributors to the second chapter include Berlin's kLIMEK, from Washington D.C. the noise outfit BLK w/ Bear, Zürich's Luigi Archetti, Heribert Friedl from Vienna, and sound artist and curator Pedro Rocha from Porto Portugal. The artist-activists Ryan Griffis & Sarah Ross deliver a media cut-up along with radio-artist Ellipse Elkshow from Santa Rosa, California. From the U.K., audio activists Steve Stuffit from Bristol and X-Chris from South London both deliver sound analyses. And from Mexico's Cyan label, we have contributions from loop-master Kixly and Héctor Zárate. Other artists include Pennsylvania's GPV-C/E. Castro Easton, Swimming Lesson from Portsmouth U.K., Gerhard Schultz from Los Angeles, and Toronto's Michael Trommer.

With one-minute recordings ranging from soundbite mash-ups to sound walk documentaries, chapter two challenges artists and listeners to think through the question of poverty and the fight against poverty, according to an analysis of the ear: 

What is the sound . . . 

What is the sound of the war . . .

What is the sound of the war on the poor?

Public record will release two more compilations sounds of the war on the poor. All are invited to send a one-minute audio recording in response to the question, "What is the sound of the war on the poor?" Send WAV or AIFF files (no MP3 or other compressed formats) to info@ultrared.org. Length per submission must be exactly one-minute. Entries over one-minute will be edited. Selected contributions will be posted to Public Record. We are eager to hear from you.
