PUBLIC RECORD RELEASES THIRD COLLECTION OF sounds of the war on the poor

In the series's third installment, Public Record release fifteen more one-minute sound files from artists, musicians, and activists. Placing an advertisement in the music magazine THE WIRE, notices on MySpace and widely distributed emails, Public Record received dozens of recordings - from Čapljina in Bosnia & Herzegovina to Kolkata, India; from Pistoia in Italy to Mexicali, Mexico. From around the world, groups and individuals respond to the question: What is the sound of the war on the poor? 

Contributors to the third chapter include U.K. environmental justice activist Duncan Speakman as well as Philadelphia-based choreographer and prison abolitionist Emily Abendroth. From media artist and queer activist Željko Blaće we hear radio signals from Bosnia & Herzegovina. Indian HIV/AIDS and queer activist Pawan Dhall dispatches sounds of precious water from Kolkata. Mexico's Fax joins his Cyan Records label-mate Manrico Montero for deep electroacoustic meditations. We hear pieces from the Field of the Neo-Futurist Collective and Team Colors as both groups wrap their ears around the war on the poor. Other contributors include Dieter Behr and Peter Sihorsch-Jenseide, organizers in the Viennese anarchist scene; France's Denis Brun under the name Toshiro Bishoko; Deison from Udine, Italy; Hopen from Geneva, Switzerland; from the cut 'n' paste scene in Santa Rosa, California we have Nicholi Elwell's I Cut People project; London's The Vectorist; and, from Pistoia, Adern X.

With one-minute recordings ranging from electroacoustic dispatches to mini-Hörspiel, chapter three challenges artists and listeners to think through the fight against poverty, according to an analysis of the ear: 

What is the sound . . . 

What is the sound of the war . . .

What is the sound of the war on the poor?

Public record will release two more compilations sounds of the war on the poor. All are invited to send a one-minute audio recording in response to the question, "What is the sound of the war on the poor?" Send WAV or AIFF files (no MP3 or other compressed formats) to info@ultrared.org. Length per submission must be exactly one-minute. Entries over one-minute will be edited. Selected contributions will be posted to Public Record. We are eager to hear from you.
